4. Entries must be typed, Times New Roman 12’ font, double-spaced.

5. Please include a word-count next to the title of your story as well as on the entry
form.

6. Each entry must be accompanied by an entry form.

7. All entries to follow naming conventions on the Jotform website.

8. Entry form (PDF format) and entry (Word doc) must be uploaded electronically to

9. PLEASE NOTE: the teachers name must be recorded. (Important because of the
teacher’s undertaking).
